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Use of cash registers

If you have any concerns, stop and speak with your line manager before proceeding.

1. Check the equipment is placed on a level, stable surface which is at a suitable height to allow safe operation of 

the equipment and is large enough to allow you to work safety.

2. Ensure plug sockets are close to the equipment and do not risk cables being over stretched and potentially 

damaged.

3. Make sure you are not subject to cold draughts likely to cause aches, pains and discomfort.

4. If seating is provided, adjust seats height and back supports to suit.

5. Cash should not be moved during service periods.
