62. Safe Place of Work

What?

B A place of work is anywhere you undertake work activities and
therefore would include such places as roofs, basements,
company cars and van, remote outstations etc. A safe place of
work is where suitable precautions have been introduced to
eliminate potential hazards in the workplace

B Employers have an obligation to provide and maintain systems
of work and a working environment which are, as far as is
reasonably practicable, safe and without risk to health and to
ensure no one gets hurt

Why?

B Workplaces which are initially safe can easily become dangerous unless every effort is made
to check and maintain safe conditions

B We should make every effort to identify unsafe conditions and
take steps to eliminate them

B Many people are injured each year because the workplace is
unsafe due to such things as poor lighting, holes in floors, open
electrical boxes, tripping hazards, wet floors, missing guards,
faulty equipment etc

v Follow the correct procedures when X Ignore unsafe conditions
